At the completion of pumping supplementary water the finish reading must be notified 
by using one of the above four options.  Failure to supply the finish reading will result in 
any water extracted being debited to general accounts. 

State Water will continue to monitor the situation closely and will provide regular 
updates as more information becomes available.
